Logline:

On the streets of San Francisco two detectives join forces with a retired Scotland Yard inspector to catch a serial killer who murders his victims in the style of Jack the Ripper.

Synopsis:
DETECTIVE ROMAN ESTRADA and DETECTIVE VINCENT SANCHEZ go to an abandoned building and ambush two drug dealers. A violent gunfight ensues leaving one dead and the other wounded. The wounded man gets away after being shot in the back twice.

Meanwhile, a black limousine picks up the impatient DEBRA DORSET and drives her away. Later, the limo drives into an alley near Telegraph Hill Street and dumps her body.

Estrada and Sanchez join CAPTAIN NICK JANSEN at the crime scene. As they work, a handsome young Latino man takes photos of the crime scene and of Roman. They interview MR. BRENNER. They hear a scream which leads them to a house where they find another corpse with a home video camera lying next to it. This one is a man with his eyes gouged out.

At the station, CHARLENE, an impatient desk officer argues on the phone; Jansen calls the detectives into his office. He informs the men that they will be assisted by a retired profiler from Scotland Yard hired by SUSAN TABRAM. Susan’s daughter was killed by Delmer Daves, a convicted killer who walked because of a technicality. It is here that Roman and Vincent meet IRENE QUIREY. Within moments, she astounds the men with her intelligence, British mannerisms and her unexpected sexual comments.

Later that day, the three discuss the facts of the case over lunch. They find that both victims were drugged, then murdered. The first victim was a magazine publisher, and the second, Debra Dorset, was a TV Producer. In their investigations, they also discover bloody footprints that lead them to an abandoned house. The house was the site of the Delmer Daves mass murder.

Meanwhile, the black limousine picks up another woman.

At the next crime scene, the Latino man is there again. Later, ANDY, a dwarf photographer and a friend of Roman shows him photos that he took of the man. Andy investigated the man and found that he works nights at Morality, a gay nightclub.

Roman goes to Morality and finds the Latino man from the crime scenes dancing on 

Stage; the man is PARKER. Roman meets Parker in his dressing room. He questions Parker about his fascination with crime scenes. Parker tells him that he is an amateur sleuth, after a brief banter, Parker massages Roman’s feat, sucks on his toes and seduces Roman. Roman notices two large hickeys on Parker’s back, parting gifts from past “Johns.”

As the group investigates the crime scene on Telegraph Hill, Roman makes a discovery: 

A missing person poster for Mr. Brenner – but the photo on the poster is not the man they questioned.

Roman and Irene become closer throughout the investigation. Roman confides in her that he is actually the reason that Delmer Daves got away with the murders. Roman’s last partner was killed in an unrelated incident and Roman was distracted. He incorrectly logged a crucial piece of evidence and Daves got away on a technicality. This tarnished the reputation of Roman, Jansen and the entire police department. 

Roman, Irene, and Vincent meet and discuss clues. Irene has been studying past crimes and connecting them with the current crime. She discovers that the killer is emulating the crimes of Jack the Ripper and he has only one more victim to go. 

Jansen receives a manila envelope with a tooth in it – the tooth belongs to Charlene, she will soon be the killer’s next victim.

Roman begins receiving calls from an anonymous caller; the calls eventually lead to a meeting at the Sutro Baths. Roman goes; Irene, Vincent and Andy secretly go as well. Roman talks on the phone to the CALLER, a woman dressed in a hat and overcoat. She talks to Roman from a payphone on a distant cliff. The caller tells Roman that Parker assisted in the murders. knows this. Andy begins taking pictures of the caller and is shot at by an unseen sniper. His camera is destroyed; the sniper gets away. 

Roman questions Parker about his role in the killing, shoving a gun into Parker’s mouth and threatening to pull the trigger. Parker gives in and shows Roman wallet – it contains a badge. Parker is an undercover narcotics officer investigating Roman; he is working for Jansen. Parker knows that the drug dealer that Roman gunned down was his dealer; in fact he was there that night and was shot in the back (i.e. the hickeys). Roman denies it, but Parker knows that Roman injects heroine underneath his toenails, (he discovered this when he first seduced Roman.) Jansen lost out on a major promotion with the Delmer Daves fiasco, now he wants to take Roman down.
Vincent receives a call, the name on the caller ID is Debra Dorset. The caller uses an 

electronically altered voice. The person tells Vincent to come to the crime scene on 

Telegraph Hill. Vincent and Jansen head out.

They arrive at the abandoned Delmer Daves crime scene where they are suddenly attacked by a mysterious shooter. A gunfight ensues and Jansen is shot in the shoulder. Vincent recognizes the man - Delmer Daves himself. The fight leads them into the building, as the fight continues up the stairs Vincent grabs a metal rod, rams Daves with it and throws him out the window. The man falls two stories and lands impaled on the rod. 

Jansen and Vincent investigate the room. Vincent finds a voice changer and a chauffer uniform. Vincent’s cell phone rings – Debra Dorset again but this time it is Jansen using the voice changer. Vincent turns – Jansen’s gun has a silencer. Before Vincent can draw his weapon, Jansen shoots him. 

As Vincent lies dying, Jansen explains everything. Delmer Daves was the limousine driver as well as the “Mr. Brenner” that they spoke to. Jansen also explains that Parker was supposed to destroy Roman by providing proof of his secret drug use, but ended up falling for him. The “eyewitness” on the phone was actually Daves using a recording. Then, the “eyewitness” walks into the room – she removes her hat and coat – it’s Charlene. Jansen removes the fake wound from his shoulder, and pays Charlene for her services; as she leaves, he shoots her in the back, he then turns to Vincent and finishes him off.

Roman gets the call about Vincent. He and Irene go to the morgue. As Irene investigates the body, she finds the word “Jansen” etched into his wrist, an old tactic used when the person about to die wants to reveal his killer post mortem. Now Irene knows the truth.

Days later, Irene is preparing to leave for England. Jansen sees her off. Two British 

tourists insist on getting a picture with Jansen. They stand underneath a window washing scaffold. Suddenly, the scaffold “accidentally” collapses, the tourists flee but Jansen is killed instantly. The window washer on the scaffold was Roman. He leaves his disguise behind and joins Parker in a limousine, they drive off.
